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GROWTH: Urban Infill v. Greenfie

Study of Greater Adelaide (2013).

ACosts to State government:
AUrban infill: $15 -45m per 1,000 dwellings
A Greenfield: $62 -89m per 1,000 dwellings

A20,000 net dwellings can be
redirected from greenfield to infill
locations over the next 30 years.

ACreates about 250% more building
iIndustry jobs than greenfield
development.

ACan reduce household running costs
by up to $200,000 over 20 years.
